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Haworth – Newsholme Ride

Route – Haworth, Stanbury, Newsholme, Oakworth, Haworth.

Time – Approx 2 hours

Type – ½ Tarmac ½ rough tracks

Start – Changegate car park Hawoth. Go along North Street/West Lane to Stanbury on the tarmac for approx. 2 miles. Go through Stanbury on the main road past Ponden Mill and up the hill 300 metres to road junction.

Turn right towards Oldfield. Around the corner (past a house on the left) is a track going off to the left. Take this rough track and continue past the farmhouse and up to the top.

Turn right onto the tarmac Colne Road. Continue alone for about 1 mile until you arrive at the Grouse Inn. Here turn left up a wide stony/sandy signed bridleway, past a pond and then up the second track on your left.

This track eventually bends to the left; continue along it, through a gate, over a field, through another gate into a large field. Go straight through this field, keeping to the track, through the gate at the other end and onto a concrete road.

Continue up to the junction onto Broad Head Lane. Turn right, continue to cross roads. Cross over onto the opposite rough track. Continue, and take the second turning on the right. You are now in Newsholme.

Carry on through the village and up the steep hill on tarmac.

At the junction turn right for about 100 metres, then turn left onto White Lane (rough track).

Continue for approx 3rd mile and then turn left onto Turnshaw Road on a rough track.

Continue right to the end of the track, turn to the right which will bring you out on the tarmac near the pub. Turn right and then left down Tim Lane. Keep to this road, down the hill and up the other side to Haworth. You are now back at the Changegate Car Park.
