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Haworth – Oakworth
ROUTE: Old Bowling Green, Vale Lane, top of Oakworth Park, Slaymaker Lane, Newsholme New Road, White Lane, Turnshaw Road, The Fleece Inn, Tim Lane, Spring Head Lane.

DISTANCE: 7 miles approx

TIME: It was run/ridden averaging 12 mph. By the Vinners.

TYPE: Too much tarmac but using Newsholme New Road and Spring Head Lane that has not been featured before.

START: Old Bowling Green (Margaret Howley’s). Come out and left on Spring Head Lane, turn right up Mytholmes. Turn left down Lane opposite car sales (2014 update, car sales no longer there, turn left down Mytholmes track past terrace houses) and then left to enter Vale Lane rough track. Up Station Road, turn left up Dockroyd Lane, rough track. Carry on up Dockroyd Lane. Turn left at top onto tarmac and right onto a track after about 75 metres. At the top turn sharp right along the lane and across the top of Oakworth Park. Follow track round past Stoney Ridge Stables on your left, down round pond and keep to left out onto Slaymaker Lane, tarmac. Turn left and carry on along Slaymaker Lane, turn right at end. Down road and just past Fell Lame turn left along a rough track Newsholme New Road. Follow track to Newsholme, tarmac road, turn left, follow road up and bear right at top, cutting off the corner. Turn left up White Lane. Continue to the end and turn left onto the rough Turnshaw Road. Continue to the end to the Fleece Inn, right up main road and left onto Tim Lane. At the bottom of the hill left onto Spring Head Lane, past the mill and you are back where you started.
